A-B InBEV PAYS PREMIUM TO
ACQUIRE MODELO

Anheuser-Busch InBev has agreed to buy the
half of the Mexican brewer Grupo Modelo it does
not already own for $20.1 billion. Anheuser-
Busch InBev, whose brands include Budweiser
and Stella Artois, said it will pay $9.15 for each
share of Grupo Modelo, a 30% premium to the
company’s closing share price on June 22 before
the deal was first reported. The brewers said the
deal would create a company with combined an-
nual revenue of $47 billion with operations in 24
countries and 150,000 employees. The acquisi-
tion would allow the company to expand Grupo
Modelo’s brands, like Corona, into new countries
worldwide, while giving Anheuser-Busch InBev
access to Mexico’s fast-expanding domestic mar-
ket, according to a joint statement from the com-
panies. "There is tremendous opportunity from
combining two leading brand portfolios and fur-
ther expanding Grupo Modelo’s brands world-
wide," said Carlos Brito, chief executive of An-
heuser-Busch InBev. Under the terms of the
deal, Grupo Modelo will sell its 50% stake in
Crown Imports, a joint venture with the wine and
spirits company Constellation Brands, for $1.85
billion.

After the deal, Constellation Brands will own
100% Crown Imports.
